The word context means
“‘with the text.” First find
what details are given right
In the text itself: names,
places, verbs, etc. Let the
text guide the meaning instead
of using your own opiNions.

Read the passage again
noticing how the details are
related to one another and to
the whole of scripture. Do the
details complement or
contrast? How do the details
fit together as a story?

Theology simply means
“God-study” and refers to
how God wishes to be
known. He’s given scripture
to tell us about Himself. How
does God reveal Himself in
the passage?

Scripture knows us better
than ourselves and serves as
a mirror to study the hearts of
mankind. How does the
passage reveal mankind
or yourself? Always do this
step after Theology.
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
